$10,000 GRANT FROM ORANGE COUNTY COMMUNITY FOUNDATION


Newport Beach, CA, July 7, 2010 -- The non-profit Newport Community Counseling Center (NCCC) has received a $10,000 grant from the Orange County Community Foundation (OCCF) announced Linda Belt, NCCC Executive Director. We are very honored to be among the recipients of OCCF’s 2010 ReachOut OC initiative.”
Founded in 1999 as a support group called “In Safe Hands” for victims of domestic violence, the non-profit Newport Community Counseling Center in Newport Beach has become a full-service agency that has served over 14,000 clients from throughout Orange County.  In addition to the support group for victims of Domestic Violence, NCCC offers Individual, Family and Marital Counseling, Women in Transition support group, Super Communications Skills for Families and Couples, Super Parenting/Parent Empowerment, Eldercare Outreach, and a ‘Tweens to Teens program.  NCCC welcomes people of all ages, cultural backgrounds, lifestyles, and religious affiliations.  It is one of the few local agencies where fees are determined by a sliding scale, thereby making professional counseling services affordable and accessible to women, men and families in need, including those without medical insurance.
